To Grow, Learn How to Hate
Icebreaker: What kind of things do you “hate”?  Hate is a strong word, but many times we do not use it in the strongest context in which it is meant.  So, we say many times that we “hate” this or that.  What are some examples?

Introduction:  Hate is an emotion from God, given to us for a purpose.  Can we use it to grow, or is it something that will bring us down, and make us sin?  

Scriptures: Many verses show us examples of hate. Get members to look up these verses in their different translations, and list the subjects that God hates, or his children hates.  Fill out the table below.  The scriptures can be clicked on to open a web site that will show NIV, AMP, NASB, NKJV, and NLT
Exodus 18:21  (NIV) But select capable men from all the people—men who fear God, trustworthy men who hate dishonest gain—and appoint them as officials over thousands, hundreds, fifties and tens.

Deuteronomy 12:31  (NIV)  You must not worship the LORD your God in their way, because in worshiping their gods, they do all kinds of detestable things the LORD hates. They even burn their sons and daughters in the fire as sacrifices to their gods

Deuteronomy 16:22  (NIV)  and do not erect a sacred stone, for these the LORD your God hates.  

Psalm 45:7 (NIV)  You love righteousness and hate wickedness; therefore God, your God, has set you above your companions by anointing you with the oil of joy.

Psalm 97:10 (NLT)  You who love the Lord, hate evil! He protects the lives of his godly people and rescues them from the power of the wicked.

Proverbs 13:5  (NLT)  The godly hate lies; the wicked cause shame and disgrace.

Psalm 139:21 (NLT) O Lord, shouldn’t I hate those who hate you? Shouldn’t I despise those who oppose you?  22 Yes, I hate them with total hatred, for your enemies are my enemies.  


– Stephen was being stoned to death, and said, “Lord, forgive them for they know not what they do.”  Where do we turn our hated?  To the powers and principalities in the heavenly places that loathe the Lord God and want to oppose him 
Psalm 11:5 (NIV) The LORD examines the righteous, but the wicked and those who love violence his soul hates.
Proverbs 12:22 (AMP) Lying lips are extremely disgusting and hateful to the Lord, but they who deal faithfully are His delight. 
Proverbs 15:8 (AMP) The sacrifice of the wicked is an abomination, hateful and exceedingly offensive to the Lord, but the prayer of the upright is His delight! 
Proverbs 16:5  (AMP) Everyone proud and arrogant in heart is disgusting, hateful, and exceedingly offensive to the Lord; be assured [I pledge it] they will not go unpunished. 
Proverbs 17:15 (AMP) He who justifies the wicked and he who condemns the righteous are both an abomination [exceedingly disgusting and hateful] to the Lord. 
Proverbs 6: (NLT) 16 There are six things the Lord hates— no, seven things he detests: 

1. 17 haughty eyes, 

2. a lying tongue, 

3. hands that kill the innocent, 

4. 18 a heart that plots evil, 

5. feet that race to do wrong, 

6. 19 a false witness who pours out lies, 

7. a person who sows discord in a family.

Zechariah 8:17 (NLT) Don’t scheme against each other. Stop your love of telling lies that you swear are the truth. I hate all these things, says the Lord.”  
Malachi 2:16 (NLT) “For I hate divorce!” says the Lord, the God of Israel. “To divorce your wife is to overwhelm her with cruelty,” says the Lord of Heaven’s Armies. “So guard your heart; do not be unfaithful to your wife.”
