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Holy Spirit Baptism
The Jesus promised to Baptize in the Holy Spirit.  John the Baptist first predicted that Jesus would come and baptize with the Spirit and with fire (Matthew 3:11; Mark 1:8; Luke 3:16; John 1:33).  In Acts 1:5, Jesus, having risen from the dead, recalled John's words, and told His followers that they would be baptized with the Holy Spirit not many days from then. The spectacular events of the day of Pentecost ten days later seem to be the obvious fulfillment of His words (see Acts 2).  This phenomenon occurred other times as well, giving the impression in scripture that followers of Christ would continue to enjoy this powerful aspect of God.
The Baptism of the Holy Spirit continues.  Though the incident in Acts 2 was the beginning, it certainly was not the last.  Later, in Acts 4:31, after praying, a similar move of the Holy Spirit energized these disciples into action with boldness not before experienced.  
Acts 8:14-19 alludes to a similar experience as Peter and John prayed for the believers of Samaria.  Something miraculous happened because Simon (a sorcerer) saw something that told him the Holy Spirit had come upon them.  We can infer that he might have felt wind, seen fire, and heard tongues.  Whatever happened was awesome, the shock and awe of God’s presence.
Acts 10:44-46 gives yet another instance where believers were baptized in the Holy Spirit.  These believers were Gentiles, and God worked the same in them, to the astonishment of the Jewish disciples.  Peter explains this again in Acts 11:15-18 as he talked with his fellow apostles. 
Acts 19:1-7 describes a situation where 12 believers had not heard of the Holy Spirit and they received prayer, and they spoke in tongues.

Acts 29 is not in the Bible, but let’s consider that chapter to be in writing today as we continue to call upon Jesus to baptize us with the Holy Spirit, as He did then.  Jesus is the same yesterday, today and forever.  We need Him, the Holy Spirit.   
Prayer:  Read a testimony of one who was baptized in the Holy Spirit.  Pray to receive.  Be bold.
